There is a very good tourist information centre in 
Llangollen, which has the details of everything you 
need to know. 

L lwyn Onn is a single storey detached cottage 
that is only overlooked by the buzzards soaring, 

usually at the same height as your windows! It is the 
perfect bolt hole, particularly suited to couples who 
want to get away from it all. Very private, but not off 
the beaten track as it is only a half mile walk to the 
centre of the pretty village of Glyn Ceiriog, with its 
mini mart, post office, chemist, bank, and most   
importantly, two pubs! Also a farm shop and trout 
farm supplying local produce if you wish to practice 
your culinary skills. However, there is a large       
assortment of excellent pubs and restaurants in the 
valley to choose from, some who welcome your   
canine companions with open arms. Llangollen is 
only a very pleasant four mile drive over the    
mountain tops, which is always bustling with many 
activities including the famous International        
Eisteddfod, and plenty of lovely traditional shops 
sadly missing in most high streets.
